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Prop. 82 would tax rich to fund free preschool 
May 30, 2006: If voters approve Proposition 82 on June 6, preschool will become the new kindergarten. The measure calls for three hours of free school every day for every 4-year-old child in California. It also would bump the state from the middle-of-the-pack to the top in the nation when it comes to per-child preschool spending. Like kindergarten, it would be voluntary. To pay for the program, the initiative would tax the rich -- all individuals earning more than $400,000, and couples earning more than $800,000. That would put California at the top among states in taxing wealthy people.
